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Executive Summary  

 A Social Impact Assessment study was conducted by the Meghalaya Institute of 

Governance with regards to acquisition of land at for the purpose of road 

widening/improvement of NH-40 Shillong to Dawki road from Mylliem Marbaniang village 

to Lyngkyrdem village. The total land proposed to be acquired is 215.971 acres and passes 

through sixteen villages in East Khasi Hills District. The road project is under the scheme 

ñNorth East Road Network Connectivity Project Phase Iò with loan assistance of Japan 

International Cooperation Agency (JICA). It is meant to better the quality and connection of 

roads in the North Eastern Region, to strengthen the linkages of this region and to improve 

the economic situation of the region as a whole.  Public purpose for this project may be 

defined as the need to ease traffic on this highway which is seen as an important international 

connectivity. The need to ensure free flow of traffic, safety measures to the commuters and 

road travelers is crucial for this project to materialize 

A total number of 275 households were listed as land owners in this project, but on 

further investigation many more households were seen to have been omitted from this list. 

The residents of the villages belong to primarily the Khasi community with one family 

belonging to the Garo community. These villages fall under the Mylliem C&RD Block, the 

Laitkroh -Khadar Shnong C&RD Block and the Pynursla C&RD Block. The land to be 

acquired stretches from Mylliem Marbaniang to Lyngkyrdem. From Mylliem Marbaniang to 

Umrakam the land may be classified as hilly-agricultural land. The land to be acquired from 

Umlympung 12 Mile is mostly used for sand and stone mining. From Umtyngngar village to 

Umthli village, including Laitlyngkot village the land is agricultural land. From Umthli 

village to the end of Package 2 the road becomes narrower and there is a steep vertical drop 

on the left hand side of the road and at times on the right hand side of the road at varying 

places.  

There are also present a number of water sources along the road side. Apart from 

these naturally occurring water sources, the PHE water line which supplies water to all these 

villages runs along this road.  There are also two culturally significant sites which fall under 

the Proposed Right of Way (PROW). These culturally significant sites are found in Mylliem 

Rngi which is the Iew Mylliem Rim on which ceremonial rites and rituals are performed; and 

between the villages of Mawlieh and Lyngkyrdem which is the Law Kohlu, a sacred forest of 

the Khongsti clan.  

 There are a number of structures (residential and commercial) which will be 

impacted from the land acquisition.  There are a number of stone/sand mining quarries on the 

land to be acquired. The road will follow the old road alignment except where two bypass 

roads are proposed at Mylliem and Laitlyngkot villages. There are no alternatives that may be 

considered for the road.    

 During the field survey key informant interviews were conducted with stakeholders 

using both open and close ended interview questionnaires. From these discussions mitigation 

measures such as the prevention of soil dumping on the lower agricultural slopes were 

suggested and the protection of water sources were placed before the study team. Other 

suggestions were the shifting of a stretch of the Mylliem bypass road lower to prevent it from 
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bisecting the Iew Mylliem Rim. Another cause of issue was the shifting of the proposed road 

alignment from the Law Kohlu. In this regard, the village of Mawlieh has agreed to the road 

shifting inwards to the village.  

 From the 17-21 December 2018 four public hearings were held for this purpose. 

During these public hearings, the residents gathered there welcomed the road, while stressing 

on the need to ensure that mitigation measures be put in place to ensure there is limited 

negative impacts. A Social Impact Management Plan has been prepared for this project and 

provides for the protection of resource on the land, the compensation for lost residential and 

commercial structures, amongst other measures.   
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Background of the Project  

Meghalaya, one of the sister states in the North Eastern part of India was carved out 

from the state of Assam. It is bounded on the north and east by Assam and to the west and 

south west by Bangladesh. It covers an area of 22,429 sq. km and lies between 20.1ęN and 

26.5ęN latitude and 85.49ęE and 92.53ęE longitude. Meghalaya being a land locked and hilly 

state depends on road connectivity as the main channel to the rest of the country. Although, 

road connectivity in the state is adequate, in many cases it is seen that the roads in the state 

are not wide enough to meet the growing demands of users.  

Roads play an important role in the development of a place and contributes to the 

overall performance of the community. Roads also are significant in the socio-economic 

development of an area as they eliminate the isolation of people. A strong road network is a 

supreme backbone for economic growth, social development, prosperity and meet the 

demands for a sustainable mobility of both people and goods.  Access to major roads 

provides relative advantages to communities as most businesses, industries, agricultural 

activities depend on proper road connectivity. NH 40 is a key resource that connects 

Meghalaya state with Bangladesh. It is vital to the development of international trade, 

commerce and tourism in the state.

There are four national highways which pass through Meghalaya state, these are, NH 

40, NH 44, NH 51 and NH 62, together they are 1205.338 km in length

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project is concerned with the road widening of NH 40 from Rilbong to Dawki; specifically 

this SIA study is concerned with stretch of road from Mylliem Marbaniang village to 

Lyngkyrdem village, i.e. Package 2 of the entire project. NH 40 starts from Jorabat and 

terminates at Tamabil (Dawki) on the Indo-Bangla border. It covers a total road length of 

162.661 km
3
. This national highway consists of two sections, the Guwahati-Shillong section 

and the Shillong-Tamabil section. The Guwahati-Shillong road has already been upgraded to 

4 lane. While, the portion of NH 40 from Barapani to Tamabil is still a two lane road and 

under the maintenance of the State Public Works Department. The condition of the road is 

fairly good. From 82 km to 161.62 km (including the construction of the Dawki Bridge) road 

improvement has been included under Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA) 

funding for widening to two lane including geometric improvement.  

 

Public Purpose of the Project  

As it stands, the road is an arterial road connecting not just villages in Meghalaya but 

India with Bangladesh itself. The road, even though well maintained is extremely narrow 

with sharp turns and blind corners resulting in fatal accidents. The left hand side (LHS) of the 

road is on a steep gorge and the right hand side (RHS) is a hill face. Certain segments of the 

road which are key commercial centres face a lot of traffic congestion owing to the parking of 

cars on both sides of the road.  

 Public purpose for this project may be defined as the need to ease traffic on this 

highway which is seen as an important international connectivity. The need to ensure free 

flow of traffic, safety measures to the commuters and road travelers is crucial for this project 

to materialize 

.  

Project Details  

The JICA road improvement/widening commenced under the onus of the North East 

Road Network Connectivity Project. This project includes the development of 403 km of 

National Highways in Meghalaya and Mizoram; of this 52 km. will be in Meghalaya. The 

projects will be taken up for implementation during the financial year 2017-18 whereby civil 

works are expected to be completed by 2021 and maintenance works are anticipated for 

completion by 2025. The projects will encourage sub-regional socio-economic development 

by improvement of infrastructure in Meghalaya and Mizoram and will also enhance the 

connectivity with inter-state roads and International Borders. The work for development to 

two lane standards are under the scheme ñNorth East Road Network Connectivity Project 

Phase Iò with loan assistance of Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA)

. It is meant 

to better the quality and connection of roads in the North Eastern Region, to strengthen the

The condition of the 

pavement is very poor, and at some locations 

not traffic worthy. In addition, the stretches 

are also susceptible to landslides. There is a 

need to improve and develop these roads to 

two lane with paved shoulder.

 The widening of the road 

will be limited to the existing ROW as much as possible. The PROW for this Second Package 

of Land Acquisition includes the creation of two new road bypasses and the construction of a 

new bridge over the Umtyngngar River.  

 

Size of area to be acquired  
 The total area proposed to be acquired is 215.971 acres in East Khasi Hills District, 

Meghalaya.  

 

Location of the project  
The section of the NH 40 for which the project is proposed starts from Mylliem 

Marbaniang village to Lyngkyrdem village for a total stretch of 28.6 km. This stretch of road 

passes through 16 villages; Marbaniang, Mylliem Madaniing Syiem, Mylliem Rngi, Mylliem 

Kyndong, Umrakam ,Umlympung 12 Mile,  Umtyngngar, Laitlyngkot, Umthli, Laitkynsew, 

Pomlum, Mawkajem, Massar, Rngain, Mawlieh and Lyngkyrdem.  At present the road is well 

maintained. This road connects with Dawki-Tamabil which is the Indian land port for 

Bangladesh. It is desirable that the road be improved to encourage economic cooperation and 

growth in the region. There are also certain stretches which are bottlenecks on the road and 

causes a lot of traffic congestion for the surrounding areas. The new road would be of a 

length of 27.07 km.

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Area of Impact under the Project  
The land to be acquired stretches from Mylliem Marbaniang village to Lyngkyrdem 

village. From Mylliem Marbaniang village to Umrakam village the land may be classified as 

hilly-agricultural land. The land to be acquired from Umlympung 12 Mile village is mostly 

used for sand and stone mining. From Umtyngngar village to Umthli village, including 

Laitlyngkot village the land is also agricultural land. From Umthli village to the end of the 

project (Package 2) the road becomes narrower and there is a steep vertical drop on the left 

hand side of the road and at times on the right hand side of the road at varying road chainage 

lengths. There is a steep rock face on one side of the existing road.  There are also present a 

number of water sources along the road side.  

 Apart from these naturally occurring water sources, the PHE water line which 

supplies water to all these villages runs along this road.  There are also two culturally 

significant sites which fall under the Proposed Right of Way (PROW). The first culturally 

significant site is the Iew Mylliem Rim found at Mylliem Rngi; the second site which is the 

Law Kohlu is a sacred forest to the Khongsti clan and is found in between Mawlieh and 

Lyngkyrdem villages.   

 

Change in the Road Alignment  

 The road (Package -2) starts at the end of the Ritmawniew bypass and ends before the 

road leading to Wahlyngkhat village. The total length of the road is 27.05 kms. The improved 

road follows the old road alignment except at certain stretches:  

 

Mylliem and  Laitlyngkot Bypass  
 The road includes two bypasses; Mylliem and Laitlyngkot. These two bypass roads 

would avoid heavily populated areas on the existing road. The Mylliem bypass road starts at 

Mylliem Madaniing Syiem, extends for 2.05 km and ends at Mylliem Kyndong. The 

Laitlyngkot bypass which is 2.95 kms in length starts at chainage 19830 and concludes near 

Umthli village. Both these bypasses would include the construction of new roads where 

previously there were none, through both moderately (Mylliem Bypass road) and sparsely 

(Laitlyngkot Bypass road) populated areas.  

 

Umtyngngar Bridge  
 The PROW includes within it the shifting of the Umtyngngar Bridge connecting the 

village of Umtyngngar with Laitlyngkot village and other villages further. The new bridge 

would now start at chainage 18570. It would span over agricultural fields and the River 

Umtyngngar till it joins with the road at Laitlyngkot village at chainage 18710. This new 

bridge is 0.14 kms in length.   

 

The Road at Mawkajem village  
 The PROW from Mawkajem village at chainage 29960, shifts inwards. The road 

alignment moves towards the LHS and the old road alignment is abandoned for this newer 

one till it reaches the end of Mawkajem village at chainage 30600. The area here is mostly 

fallow land. However, there is one family graveyard near the site to be acquired.  
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Objective  of the project  

The objective of the proposed project is: 

1. To widen the existing single land road into a two-lane with asphalt paving. 

 

Ancillary infrastructural facilities  

 The road widening/improvement project includes the construction of waiting sheds, 

parking bays, and improvement of basic facilities like PHE water pipes, electricity supply and 

others.  

 

Alternative Land  

 There is no alternative land for the proposed road improvement/widening and the 

proposed land to be acquired is seen to be necessary for this project. However some 

exceptions may be considered at certain areas. These are at: 

 In the case of the Mylliem bypass it is seen that the bypass is a necessity to avoid the 

congested Mylliem area.  At the same time, the bypass road passes through the old Iew 

Mylliem and as there is alternative land elsewhere, it is proposed that this alternative site be 

acquired instead, so as not to disturb the integrity of this cultural site.  

As for the Laitlyngkot bypass road, this proposed site is seen to be the most ideally 

suitable for the proposed project.  

The stretch of road from Mawlieh village to Lyngkyrdem village on the LHS may be 

reconsidered as this is a sacred grove for the Khongsti clan; and community sentiments are 

attached with it and land may be acquired more from the RHS.  

 

Other studies conducted on this project  

 A preparatory study on the road improvement project funded by JICA was consulted 

during the framing of this report.

Purpose of Social Impact Assessment  

The Social Impact Assessment process began as part of the new land acquisition act 

called the Right to Fair Compensation, Transparency in Land Acquisition Resettlement and 

Rehabilitation (RFCTLARR) Act, 2013 of the Government of India, under Section 2 of the 

said Act.  It is a people friendly, Rights Based Approach to development that considers 

possible impacts from the loss of land; impacts to the community wellbeing, livelihood, 

security, sentiments of the people; impacts to the institutions present near the project site that 

the implementation of the government project might bring about; not just from an 

environmental point of view but from the social ï institutional point of view.  

Prior to this, land acquisition was at the behest of the requiring department. It was 

based on the idea of ñeminent domainò which refers to the power of the government to take 

private land for public use. This concept has always been recognized as an essential attribute 

of sovereignty as it connotes the legal capacity of the state to take private property of 

individuals for public purpose. Eminent domain ignored that land acquisition for any project 

may also cause certain difficulties to peoplesô livelihoods, activities, social and political 

structure and the environment. Land acquisition was completed without considering whether 

the acquisition of the land would be detrimental to the people who resided on or who used the 

land for economic gain or whether it would have adverse impacts on common property 

resources (CPR). Thus on 31st December 2014 the President of India promulgated an 

ordinance with the official mandate to ñmeet the twin objectives of farmer welfare along with 

expeditiously meeting the strategic and development needs of the country.ò  

As per the Act the State or Union government can acquire land, provided it shows the 

ñpublic purposeò of the project. Public purpose includes projects related for strategic 

purposes such as those related to the armed forces, national security;  infrastructure projects; 

projects for project affected families (PAF); projects which provide housing for low income 

groups; projects for residential purposed of the poor or landless and those displaced by 

natural calamities or other reasons. The underlying clause in this Act was that land 
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acquisition could only occur if 70% of the population to be affected consent to the land 

acquisition in case of land acquired for private companies or for Public Sector Undertakings 

(PSU). 

The new land acquisition Act warrants the carrying out of a Social Impact 

Assessment
7
 study to ascertain whether the land acquisition would be beneficial or 

detrimental to the community which is a stakeholder. Rigorous field level data collection 

exercises were conducted for this purpose. They begin with a preliminary site visit to assess 

the project site and help in preparing a detailed TOR for the project. The next step, with the 

help of the acquiring body is to meet with direct stakeholders such as village durbar members 

as well as the land owners, residents of the village who would be indirectly affected by the 

land acquisition, but directly affected by the proposed project. The final step is to hold a 

public meeting bringing together, the district authority, the village authority, the land owners 

and the village residents to air out any further grievances or thoughts on the proposed land 

acquisition. 

 

Rationale of the study  

 The purpose of the social impact assessment is to analyze impacts and manage the 

intended and unintended social consequences which may be both positive and negative and 

also any social change that may arise due to the road widening/improvement. The primary 

purpose is to bring about a more sustainable and equitable environment.  

 

Sampling method  

 The sampling method used for this study is snowball sampling, i.e. a type of 

purposive sampling where existing participants recruit future subjects. In this project, the 

SIAU depended on a few village headmen to identify the actual land owners and land users to 

consult for the study. These ógate keepersô also, pointed out missing villages on the road 

stretch which were missing from the projectsô Detailed Project Report (DPR).   The SIAU 

spoke to Village Headmen and their counterparts, to the landowners, land users and other 

community leaders. A total of 17 villages were visited and a total number of 208 individuals 

were consulted to.   

 

Data Collection Methods  

Secondary data was collected through a literature review of books, articles, reports 

and census data which are relevant to the study. Based on this literature review, the SIAU 

was able to obtain an insight on the background of the project and allowed for group 

identification and formulation of questionnaires.  This was done so as to: 

1. Understand the issues and opportunities from the concerned project. To do this it: 

a. Identifies all stakeholders in the project starting from the land owners, land 

users, local grassroots governance bodies and create a social profile of them.

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b. After the stakeholders have been identified, they are consulted to identify 

impacts, needs and opportunities from the project. 

2. The MIG-SIAU seeks to identify the likely impacts and benefits. This includes the 

identification of impacts and analysis of the significance of the impacts and benefits, 

the assessment of community investment opportunities.  

To conduct this study the SIAU undertook primary data collection.  Data was 

collected through structured questionnaires. Key informant interviews (KII) were held with 

village headmen and members of the village durbarsô executive committee. It spoke to 

community leaders like the representatives of Raids. Focus group discussions (FGD) and 

KIIs were held with the landowners and the land users.

Data Analysis  

 Data obtained during the field work for this SIA project was categorically arranged 

and interpreted using Microsoft Excel applications. Qualitative data was interpreted to bring 

out a proper understanding of the impacts of the project and to help design mitigation 

measures for the project.  
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Part III:  Profile of Affected Villages  
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In this chapter brief profiles of the sixteen villages which are affected by the proposed 

acquisition of land are presented.  

 

Profile of Mylliem Marbaniang  
The village of Mylliem Marbaniang is the commencement of the second package and 

begins at the end of the Ritmawniew bypass. The boundaries of the village starts at the 

Soilyna Restaurant and concludes near a streamlet.  The total length that the road will 

traverse in this village is 0.83 km. 

The village itself consists of four habitancies, Shilliang Dong, Pdengshnong, 

Dongshalad and Shanmari. The village has a total number of 124 households (HH) and a 

population of 600 persons. The literacy rate is approximately 80 % in the village and the 

main occupation of the residents in the village is agriculture.  

The village durbar has no community land or forest as land in the village is owned by 

individual families. The village has four community water bodies which are used by all. 

Apart from this, there are another 7-8 individually owned water bodies. Most of the 

agricultural lands in the village has been given on lease to the residents of the village. The 

entry road to the village habitation area will be affected.

Profile of Mylliem Madaniing Syiem  
The road passing through the village of Mylliem Madaniing Syiem is of a total length 

of 1.33 kms. The PROW at this village starts at the Mylliem Hindustan Petroleum pump, 
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which has been excluded from the PROW. The road shifts towards the right and passes 

through paddy fields thus creating a straighter alignment. It will affect the water sources 

passing through this paddy field. This will definitely affect some residences, toilets and 

commercial structures present. The road ends at a kerosene godown of Indian Oil, but before 

the start of the Mylliem bypass road. At chainage 12260 the Mylliem Bypass will start. Most 

of the land in the village to be acquired is agricultural area. The area in Mylliem Madaniing 

Syiem proposed for acquisition measures 41637 sq. m.

Profile of Mylliem Rngi  
The village of Mylliem Rngi is significant for this project as the Mylliem Bypass will  

cross through it. This would mean that a large amount of land would have to be acquired for 

the new road. Apart from this, it is also significant as the Iew Mylliem Rim a culturally 

significant site is present at this village and will be directly impacted from the coming road. 

The Iew Mylliem Rim has many ritual monoliths, and raised platforms for ceremonial 

purposes which usually begins for any community celebrations.     

The village of Rngi is only 1 km away from the present highway. It has five 

habitancies; Lumkyntor, Lumpynthor, Lumsuron, Umkynrud and Lawpadih. The village has 

a population of 800 individuals who are primarily from the Schedule Tribe (ST) Khasi 

community. According to the village durbar the village has a literacy rate of fifty per cent. 
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The majority of the population are farmers (approximately 95%), while the rest are involved 

in small business or government service. 

Of the total land area in Rngi village, it is found that reserve forests, community 

forests or sacred groves are not available, instead predominant clan forests belong to the 

Kurkalangs and a few privately owned forests are widespread.

 The area proposed for acquisition in Mylliem Rngi village includes a portion of Iew 

Mylliem Rim (chainage 13530 to 13600), an arena of cultural importance for holding various 

to be acquired in the village of Mylliem Rngi is near the Iew Mylliem Rim an area of cultural 

significance for holding various community rituals, dances and prayers. This location is under 

the management and maintenance of Raid Mylliem.

Profile of Mylliem Kyndong  
Land in Mylliem Kyndong may also be classified as agricultural land. The road in 

Mylliem Kyndong is of a length of 2.01 kms. The settlement has six habitancies (Kyndong, 

Nongkyntir, Mangsain, 11 Mer, Wah Lyngdoh and Predingan). The village has a number of 

private forests, two community water ponds and some 40 individual water bodies.  The land 

to be acquired is agricultural land. The Mylliem Bypass also concludes at Mylliem Kyndong 

(chainage 14310) and joins with the NH - 40 at that point.

There is also one clan forest in the 

village which is owned by the Kharkongor clan. The majority of the residents in the village 

are involved in agricultural activities.

Profile of Umlympung 12 Mile  
The length of road in Umlympung 12 Mile village is 2.55 kms. The area proposed to 

be acquired in Umlympung village is commercial in nature with many road side shops. The 

village also has several stone and sand quarries on the roadside. There is also some 
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agricultural land that may be impacted. With regards to institutions, the Health Sub-Centre in 

Umlympung may be affected as its compound is close to the PROW. A portion of land 

belonging to the Church of Jesus Christ as well as the Church of Jesus Christôs School will be 

impacted from this land acquisition. Apart from this, a number of village interior roads will 

be affected.

The River Umiew flows on the RHS of the road, alongside with the PROW at the end 

of Umlympung 12 Mile village. This river may be impacted during the construction phase of 

the project. As the PROW diverges from the existing road, only a few structures and 

agricultural land will be impacted may be reduced as a result of the land acquisition, the rest 

remains unaffected.   

 

Profile of Umtyngngar village  
The village of Umtyngngar starts from the bridge over the River Umiew and 

continues till the end of the new Umtyngngar-Laitlyngkot Bridge (chainage 18650). The total 

length of the road is 0.44 kms. The project design of the road includes the construction of a 

new bridge. This new bridge spans a length of 160 metres and reduces the length of the road 

to Laitlyngkot village. During the construction phase, there are concerns for the further

Profile of Laitlyngkot village  
The PROW for the 

village of Laitlyngkot starts 

at the end of the newly 

proposed Umtyngngar 

Bridge. The proposed road 

continues from this point for 

1130 metres till the starting 

point of Laitlyngkot Bypass 

road at chainage 19840. The 

Laitlyngkot Bypass road is of 

a length of 2930 metres and 

concludes at a stone-chip 

factory at chainage 22780. 

This new road bypasses the 

densely populated areas of Laitlyngkot market.  It passes through agricultural, forested, and 

some residential areas. It will also cross the stream Wah Pomsniang, Pomblang stream and 

another drain. It also crosses through the Laitlyngkot road which leads to Pomlakrai village.  

The PROW passes through the localities of Iew Shillong and Iew Mawiong. One stone 
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crusher factory, three kutcha residential structures and one pucca residential structure will be 

affected. About 70% of the population in the village are farmers, 25% are business 

entrepreneurs and the remaining are salaried government servants.  

The SIAU met with the headman of Laitlyngkot village Shri Ryngkatlang Lyndem 

and the Sirdar of Elaka Shri Allenson Shabong on 01 June 2018. During the interaction, the 

headman pointed out that they wish to widen the existing road rather than welcome the 

Bypass road because they felt that the bypass is away from the settlement area and it may be 

difficult to check on the security and safety of the people. However, they also added that the 

bypass is equally needed to curb the traffic congestion in the existing road and to ensure 

smooth running of vehicles. Some land owners have helped to curb this problem by providing 

parking spaces for vehicles as requested by the Village Durbar. The village community feared 

that the construction of the bypass may affect the waste management violations which usually 

is a major problem. Nevertheless, the village community is willing to work with the 

Government to improve security and cleanliness in the surrounding village. They also said 

and made an appeal to the responsible authority that during construction of the road, water 

sources and existing village roads should not be disturbed. 

The village consists of six habitancies, Iew Shyllong, Lait Mawlong, Madan lynkhi 

Nonglum, Nongthymmai lumthangdieng, Iew Mawiong and Lait Mawroh Ramkhein. The 

village durbar has no community land or forest as land in the village is mostly owned by 

individual families. The village has five community water bodies which supplies water to all 

households. There are 2 rivers and 3 streams which will be affected by this land acquisition.  

These streams are mainly used for agricultural and household purposes.

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Profile of Umthli Village  
The village of Umthli starts at the end of the Laitlyngkot bypass at chainage 22780. 

The total length that the road will traverse in this village is 3.18 kms. The village consists of 

four habitancies, Laitumsaw, Pdengshnong, Lumsohkhan and Wah Kshaid. It has a total 

number of 240 households (HH) and a population of 1350 persons. The literacy rate is 

observed to be high in this village. The main occupation noted are agricultural activities, 

trading of various kinds and unskilled (daily wage) workers. 

The village durbar has a community land and forest which was bought from 

individual families. Umthli village possesses 10 water bodies which are utilised by all 

residents. There are individually owned water bodies too. Most of the agricultural lands in the 

village are owned and managed by private individuals.

Profile of Laitkynsew village  
The village itself consists of two habitancies, Lait Mawiong and Laitkynsew. The 

village of Laitkynsew can be found on both sides of the road. On the LHS of the road, the 

village habitation area is on the lower slopes and on the RHS it is on the hilly slopes. People 

from this village have to cross the road frequently. The village has a total number of 38 

households (HH) and a population of 300 persons. The literacy rate is approximately 50 % in 

the village and the main occupation of the residents is agriculture. The village durbar has a 

community land, which is a restricted forest called Law Adong covering a total area of 2000 

sq. metres. The village has a water source which used by the community. There is also a 
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Graveyard present in the community forest. It also has a community godown at the side of the 

road where villagers store their goods till they are able to transport it elsewhere. There is also 

one waiting shed besides the road and about 50 mts away from the godown.

Profile of Pomlum village  
Pomlum is a small village that starts at the end of Laitkynsew village. The boundary 

of the village begins from chainage 27910 and continues till the start of Mawkajem village. 

The total length that the road will traverse in this village is 590 metres.  As per discussion 

with the headman, Pomlum village has only one locality i.e. Pomlum Wahrew. It has a total 

population of approximately 276 people, out of which 152 are male and 124 are female. 

There is a total of 57 households residing in this village with agriculture as the main source of 

income (95%). 

The village durbar has no community land or forest as the land in the village is mostly 

owned by individual families. None of the residents of the village too own any land, they use 

patta

 lands which they receive from various heads of the Khongsti clans. However there is 

one clan forest in this village which is being look upon by the Khongstiôs clan. In addition to

Profile of Mawkajem Village  
Mawkajem village is located after Pomlum village. The boundaries of the village starts at 

chainage 29000 and ends at chainage 30500. The total length of the road that will pass 

through this village is 1.5 km.  The SIAU met with the headman of Mawkajem village Shri 

Phrostar Lyngdoh along with the Executive members of the village on 29
th
 June 2018 and had 

a brief discussion on socio-economic profile of the Mawkajem village. 

As per census 2011, the village has a total number of 46 households (HH) and a 

population of more than 292 persons. Out of the total population, 144 were male and 148 

were male. The literacy rate in the village is approximately 63% out of which 57% are male 

and 68% are female.  

The village durbar has no community land or forest.  There are only private forests 

which are mostly owned by individual families. There are three clan forest in the village 

which are owned by the Khongwir clan, Marbaniang clan and Khongsti clan respectively.
